Financial update for August 1

Thank you to everyone who contributed to the Round Church
maintenance appeal. We were hoping to raise $10,000 and the fund now
stands at $15,500! The additional funds are set aside for future
anticipated expenses.

General/Undesignated offerings:

Our monthly budget for undesignated (general) offerings is $25,834 per
month. In June we received $24,724.4S This translates to 95.7% of the
budgeted amount or put another way, a shortfall of $1,109.72).

For July, with one report outstanding, we have received $24,321.40
(94.14% of budget or a shortfall of $1,512.77).
